Kenya was the UK’s 69th largest trading partner in the four quarters to the end of Q2 2025 
accounting for 0.1% of total UK trade. At the end of 2023, the stock of FDI from the UK in Kenya 
was £804 million, 26.2% or £167 million higher than the end of 2022. 

At the end of 2023, Kenya accounted for less than 0.1% of the total UK outward FDI stock.
At the end of 2023, the stock of FDI from Kenya in the UK was £24 million, 26.3% or £5 million 
higher than the end of 2022.

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In 2023, Kenya exported $27.1M to Indonesia. The 
main products exported to Indonesia were Cocoa 
Beans ($21.1M), Tanned Sheep Hides ($3.44M), 
and Tea ($1.19M).
